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Solutions Guidelines

Now that you've learned about what global climate change is and why it’s
occurring, you now get a chance to propose your own solution. You're going to research
and propose two different ideas that will help alleviate the issue of global climate
change.

These ideas could be a way to reduce the amount of greenhouse gases released
into the atmosphere or a way to remove some of the gases already present in our
atmosphere. Alternatively, your solution could be a way governments could prepare for
changes occurring because of global climate change — it'’s up to you!

You will be typing your solutions. They don’t have to be long, but they should include all
of the following to ensure you get full credit:
* Clearly stated solution (in first sentence)
o What is your idea?
* Explains how the solution could be implemented (put into place)
o How will this idea happen?
* Explains benefits of the solution (why it would work)
o Why will this idea help?
* Discusses the costs/drawbacks of the solution
o What are the costs or drawbacks of your idea? (No solution
is perfect!)
